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Although our congregation did not receive a 

grant to buy the East End Street house for 

use as the Out of the Woods (OTW) shelter, 

many members indicated a strong desire not 

to let the matter drop but to continue seeking 

ways to better serve OTW guests. Toward 

that end, a subgroup of the OUUC Board is 

meeting with a subgroup of the OTW board. 

Below you will find OUUC board member, 

Curtis Tannerôs, summary of the meeting.  

I think he did a particularly good job in capturing the 

sense of the meeting and where things stand in our 

relationship with OTW. I am sharing his report in 

my column because a past newsletter survey indi-

cated that a fair percentage of newsletter readers ac-

tually read my column. I want to be sure as many of 

our members and friends as possible are aware of 

our ongoing efforts to support OTW. Curtis writes:  

ñPart of our Congregationôs mission statement de-

clares that ñwe seek an end to povertyò. One of our 

oldest and most visible commitments towards this 

important mission is Out of the Woods (OTW). This 

transitional housing project provides shelter, com-

munity, and services that help families move from 

homelessness to secure housing. The need is great; 

Thurston County has a homeless population esti-

mated to be 967, up 121% since the 2006 baseline. 

Recent congregational meetings have helped rein-

force our commitment to this issue. The opportunity 

to purchase the house next door to OUUC, while not 

initially successful, did serve to spark our imagina-

tion and re-energize the discussion. We allowed our-

selves to imagine the possible, and the vision excited 

many of us. 

Representatives of OTW and OUUC have been work-

ing to strengthen and clarify our relationship of mu-

tual support. In June we met; highlights of that con-

versation include:  

Í A renewed sense of the two-way nature of our 

relationship. The important work of OTW has 

much to offer OUUC as a tangible expression of 

our mission to end poverty. OTW cannot, at this 

point, continue its work without the sup-

port of OUUC. 

Í While the problem of homelessness is 

huge, WE ARE MAKING A DIFFERENCE. 

Tonight, three families, including three 

children, sleep safely because of OTW. In a 

few months, they may be living in their 

own home or apartment, and a new family 

may come in out of the woods to take their 

place. 

Í OTW has a full board of nine individuals 

deeply committed to supporting families. The 

model of ñtransition in placeò provides lessons 

that could be applied elsewhere. More than 

anything else, effectiveness depends on the 

provision of extraordinary caring and love. 

This is reasonable to expect from faith com-

munities.  

Í Despite a modest budget of less than $50,000 

per year, OTW struggles continuously to re-

main afloat. Current resources will last an-

other nine to ten months. Beyond that, the fu-

ture of OTW, and the families that currently 

call our house their home, remains uncertain.  

Í We discussed the OUUC mission, asking our-

selves if we are doing what we can to take care 

of the poor amongst us. If OTW is at least in 

part our responsibility, are we doing our 

share? 

We requested OTW representatives ñtell us what 

you needò from OUUC. The OTW Board is plan-

ning a retreat in July to further their strategic 

planning. With building expansion behind us, the 

OUUC Board is looking ahead for opportunities to 

ñgrow intoò our mission.  

 I anticipate that deepening our relationship with 

OTW, along with our continued support of Panza 

and Camp Quixote, will emerge as a cornerstone 

of our mission to eradicate poverty. Given the in-

Hip, hip, hooray! What a great Dedica-

tion Day it was. Between services on 

June 6th we got to recognize and thank 

all those who made the day possible with 

still more fun that afternoon and eve-

ning. The building looked great, the 

place was packed with members, friends 

and honored guests, the music got us 

singing and dancing, and the crew in the 

kitchen turned out a feast to remember. All in all 

it was a wonderful and spiritually uplifting ex-

perience, and a fitting end to the hard work that 

made it all possible.  

Soon it will be necessary to get started on Phase 

1A, the part of our expansion project we couldnôt 

quite get done with this first effort. Phase 1A will 

provide us with an extended sanctuary, a new and 

improved entryway, and will more than double 

our current parking space. It will also allow us to 

create a new entrance off of Division Street and to 

complete the storm water pond that will serve us 

well into the future.  

Under the terms of the Conditional Use Permit 

the City granted us last year, we have four more 

years to get that work done or risk having to go 

through the whole Conditional Use Permit proc-

ess again. That will take up to a yearôs time, cost 

us a lot of money, and we may not get the same 

favorable determination about the Division Street 

entrance the next time around. A lot is at stake, 

and by the beginning of the next Program Year, 

the Board will be considering the timeline for the 

project.  

Some think there is no time like the present to get 

things going. Right now the building industry is 

in a slump, and prices will never be lower. 

Not only that, mortgage interest rates re-

main low, but could rise spectacularly if 

worries about future inflation come true. If 

you have views about whether to start right 

away or take a little rest between building 

phases please pass your thoughts on to me 

or to another Board member.  

Many of you will remember that not too, 

too long ago the congregation approved our cur-

rent mortgage loan with Key Bank. Like most 

commercial loans these days, the terms were that 

the loan had to be paid off or renegotiated after 

five years. How quickly time flies, and August will 

mark the five-year mark since it was executed. 

Steve Tilley, the OUUC Treasurer, has been in 

conversation with Key Bank about renegotiating 

the loan, and has learned that the current rate 

would be only 6.5%, substantially less than the 

7.1% we now pay. Steve has asked Key Bank to 

agree to an early rollover so we can take advan-

tage of that favorable rate, and we are hoping for a 

favorable response. 

Right now Lorrie and I are really looking forward 

to the end of ñJune-uaryò and the start of summer. 

Weôre headed to Rocky Mountain National Park in 

Colorado in early July, returning after a wedding 

in Fort Collins, CO that will bring us back into 

contact with some old and dear friends. Later in 

July weôll spend some time prowling the San Juan 

Islands. I hope you, too, have plans for the sum-

mer season that give you a little ñdown timeò to re

-charge your batteries.

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Now What? 

The building expansion which has 

taken so much of our time, energy, fo-

cus, and money for several years now 

is finally done (except for a few small 

details). Wow! Itôs amazing, beautiful 

space and we are all pleased to see it 

manifest so well. It was only two weeks 

ago that I was basking in the afterglow 

of our marvelous Dedication Service 

for the new space. 

But, even though itôs only been two weeks, Iôm 

already being asked ñnow what?ò What comes 

nextðwe are all hoping that ñif you build it they 

will comeò will apply here and that our atten-

dance numbers will increase, but other than 

that hope, what are we doing? 

First, I want to once again emphasize that we 

already have a larger childrenôs program than 

many people ñseeò when they come to Sunday 

service. We ended this year with 105 children 

and youth registered for our programs, and the 

average attendance over the year was 47 chil-

dren and youth per Sunday. When the 4thï5th 

grade OWL course was offered this Spring, 17 

families came for the orientation.  

But of course now we want to do more! I am 

excited by many projects and programs that are 

in the works for next year, and I am really 

pleased to be able to shift some of my time from 

ñbuildingò tasks to ñprogrammingò tasks. We 

are planning to have a family gathering offered 

on Sunday mornings next year, called Morning-

Song, which will be a family worship/religious 

education offering and will build connec-

tions between families here. Building con-

nections is incredibly important for help-

ing new families feel like they are part of 

this congregation. 

We are also planning a daytime meeting 

of SOUPPS (Support of Unitarian Parents 

of Preschoolers) to support families of all 

faiths, genders, sexual orientations, and 

family arrangements. I am excited to provide 

this support for our larger community as well as 

families currently attending OUUC.  

The youth group is working toward a trip to 

Transylvania (an historically important location 

for Unitarianism) in 2011 so watch for youth 

group fundraisers and events to help these great 

youth take a ñUnitarian pilgrimageò. Our amaz-

ing youth are also working with youth groups 

from the Tahoma and Saltwater UU churches to 

plan the Fall Con for youth groups from all over 

the district ðno small undertaking and a great 

leadership experience for our youth. 

And donôt forget the summer Chalice Camp in 

August, or the numerous Adult Education offer-

ings that will enjoy the new classrooms, and all 

the religious education programming that is just 

now getting to stretch after years of feeling 

cramped! There is plenty of life after the build-

ing project, and we are very excited for a great 

year.

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Room Dedications  
During the capital campaign for the building ex-

pansion, donors were offered the chance to name 

the new, reconfigured, or reassigned classrooms 

and offices. Following are the names, the donors 

who chose them, the uses of the rooms, and a bit of 

information about the honorees.  

Beatrix Potter Room Å Nursery   

Dorothy Mehaffey  

Beatrix Potter (1866ï1943) is best known as the 

author and illustrator of numerous books for chil-

dren. The first and most famous is The Tale of Pe-

ter Rabbit , published in 1902. A devoted conserva-

tionist and lover of nature, Potter used the earn-

ings from her books to buy land in the Lake Dis-

trict of England. In 1913 she married a local solici-

tor and began a second career as a farmer and 

sheep breeder. She continued to draw, not only 

fanciful illustrations, but also accurate and de-

tailed plant studies. When she died, she left 14 

farms and more than 4000 acres of land, as well as 

her sheep, to the National Trust for preservation. 

Although Potter was Anglican as an adult, her reli-

gious views were shaped by her Unitarian upbring-

ing. 

Rumiõs Room Å Classroom 2 (Spirit Play room)  

Melanie & Tim Ransom  

Rumi (1207ï1273), or Jalƃl ad-Dƛn ar-RƸmƛ, was a 

beloved and influential Sufi mystic and poet whose 

work has in recent decades found popularity in the 

United States and other Western countries. De-

spite its Islamic basis, much of his poetry reso-

nates with people of other faiths. Its central theme 

is the search for connection with the divine. Rumi 

usually sang his poetry, often while dancing. His 

followers became known as Whirling Dervishes.  

Gladys Burns Room Å Classroom 3 

Janet & Warren Dawes  

Gladys Burns (1909ï1994) was a founding mem-

ber of the Unitarian Fellowship of Olympia which 

became OUUC. A social worker by profession, she 

was also a strong social justice advocate in the 

community and throughout the state especially on 

behalf of women, children, mental health, and fair 

taxation. She cofounded what is now Behavioral 

Health Resources. In 1978 the National Associa-

tion of Social Work named her national citizen of 

the year. In 1982 she received the first Unsung UU 

award given by the Pacific Northwest District of 

the Unitarian Universalist Association. The United 

Way of Thurston County gives the Gladys Burns 

Human Service Award annually to recognize ñan 

outstanding volunteer or professional from the 

Thurston County human services community.ò 

May Sarton Room Å Classroom 4 

Carol Horner  

May Sarton (1912ï1995), a Unitarian Universalist, 

was a prolific poet, novelist, diarist, and memoir 

writer. Her published journals and memoirs re-

ceived particular acclaim. In them, she offered 

frank depictions of her thoughts and her life, in-

cluding her deep, loving relationships with other 

women. 

Betty G. Friedan Room Å Classroom 5  

Evelyn Greenberg  

Betty Friedan (1921ï2006) helped kindle the 

womenôs movement with her 1963 book, The 

Feminine Mystique , which examined the lives of 

suburban housewives and the factors that had led 

to their feelings of dissatisfaction. She went on to 

help found the National Organization for Women 

in 1966 and to serve as its first president. She also 

cofounded the National Womenôs Political Caucus 

and the National Association for the Repeal of 

Abortion Laws, now known as Naral Pro-Choice 

America. 

Mohandas Gandhi Room  Å  

Classroom 6 (Youth Room)  

Sandra & Gary Worthington  

Mohandas Gandhi (1869ï1948) was the foremost 

leader in Indiaôs fight for independence from Brit-

ain. He was not only a political leader, but a spiri-

tual leader revered worldwide. As a devout Hindu, 

he advocated and taught nonviolence and passive 

resistance as strategies for political and social 

change. His philosophy and methods influenced 

the Reverend Martin Luther King.

Howard Thurman Room Å Workroom 

Ann Colowick & Mike Harbour  

Howard Thurman (1900 ï1981) was a minister 

and prominent theologian. He had grown up 

poor, raised by a grandmother who was born in 

slavery. Although ordained a Baptist, he was 

deeply influenced by Quaker thought and Gan-

dhi, and he appreciated the commonalities 

among the worldôs religions. He promoted inter-

faith and interracial understanding and accep-

tance. Thurman served for many years as co-

pastor of the Church for the Fellowship of All 

Peoples in San Francisco. 

Clara Barton Room Å  

Director of Religious Educationõs office 

Ann & Ken Yeo 

Clara Barton (1821ï1912), a Unitarian, began 

her career as a teacher. In 1852 she started one 

of the first public schools in New Jersey. When 

the school had grown from six students to 600, 

the town decided to hire a male principal, and 

Barton resigned. At the outbreak of the Civil 

War, she started collecting donated supplies for 

Union soldiers. Soon she began delivering the 

supplies herself and helping with the wounded. 

After the war, she took on the job of finding 

missing soldiers. While visiting Switzerland for 

health reasons, she met people involved with the 

International Red Cross and helped them give 

aid during the Franco-Prussian War. Upon her re-

turn to the United States, she established the 

American organization of the Red Cross and 

served as its president for 23 years. She also 

pressed the U.S. Government to ratify the Geneva 

Convention which permitted medical personnel to 

be treated as neutral parties during wars. 

Luther Burbank Room Å Administratorõs office 

Luther Burbank (1849ï1926) was a botanist and 

horticulturist who developed more than 800 new 

varieties of plants, including at least 200 new 

fruits and vegetables. One of his earliest achieve-

ments was the russet potato which was a great 

boon to the then-suffering potato industry. Other 

breeding successes included the Shasta daisy and 

the freestone peach. Burbankôs birthday is cele-

brated as Arbor Day in California where he spent 

his career. Burbank was also an outspoken skeptic 

of religion who called himself an infidel.  

Olympia Brown Room Å Ministerõs office 

Ruth Weber  

Olympia Brown (1835ï1936), a Universalist minis-

ter, was the first woman ordained by any denomi-

nation.
